PRE-AP,  ADVANCED PLACEMENT, and HONORS COURSE CONTRACT

SUBJECT ______________________________   TEACHER__________________________

     The purpose of the College Board Advanced Placement (AP) courses and all honors courses is to prepare students for college work and/or exams that give students the opportunity to receive college credit.  The pre-ap courses are to prepare for the AP/honors courses.

     

     Typically, successful Pre-AP/AP students are task oriented proficient readers and writers who are able to prioritize their time and who have parental support.

     

     Pre-AP/AP/honors courses are different from the regular high school courses in that they are taught with college preparatory curricula and materials.  Other characteristics of Pre-AP/AP courses include content immersion, a fast pace, and assessment of performance at the analysis and synthesis levels.

    

     Parents and students are to read the course description before signing the Pre-AP/Advanced Placement Contract.

STUDENT, PARENT, TEACHER RESPONSIBILITIES

Student:          I agree to organize my time and effort to successfully complete the listed Pre-AP/AP/honors courses.  I will notify the teacher immediately if I fall behind in class readings or assignments.

Parent:            I agree to be familiar with the listed Pre-AP/AP/honors course requirements and to help my son/daughter organize study time in support of class assignments.

                        I will notify the teacher immediately of any concerns that I have relating to the Pre-AP/AP/honors class or my child’s progress.

Teacher:         The teacher will notify the parent every three weeks, in writing, the status of his/her student in the Pre-AP/AP/honors class.  This will be done in the form of a progress report or report card.

EXITING POLICY:   

     A student may exit from a Pre-AP/AP/honors class , by his/her choice, to go to a regular class in the same subject as long as ROOM PERMITS in the new class.  If a student fails a six weeks, the student may be subject to removal to a regular version of the same course.    If a student fails a second six weeks, he/she will be placed in a regular class.  All grades will transfer to the new class if the student exits.
HONOR CODE:
     This class will be conducted under an honor code.  All students will be expected to do their own work.  Occasionally, students will be given projects or exams that must be completed outside of class.  If a student breaks this code, it may result in the student being removed from the course.
